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1. All entries are to be described as a gingerbread house. The theme is “Holiday Fantasy.”

2. The deadline for entries is Tuesday, November 6th.

3. Rules specific to The American Culinary Federation:

-Edible, and must contain some gingerbread (may be sealed with non-edible substance)

-Finished with Royal King or appropriate edible icing that is transportable

-Toothpicks or other non-edible supports are allowed

-Non-edible supports, backing for walls, roofs, etc. are allowed

4. Entries must be three dimensional and durable enough to last a minimum of four weeks.  Base must be decorated.

5. The Park Hyatt Beaver Creek will provide tables to display each piece on.

6. Entries must be portable (carried, lifted, or moved by one or two people, unassisted). 

7. Size Restrictions:

Base cannot exceed 20” deep by 25” wide

Maximum height: 3 feet

Maximum weight: 75 lbs.

8. No electricity will be available.  If you would like your piece to be lit, it must be battery operated.
